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Some Crime Incidents in Four Hills Villageby Aaron T. Jones

During August, several residents reported vehicle burglaries. All had valuables in plain sight inside. Ev
ryone should park in a garage or within a secured area. Otherwise, remove all valuables such as wall
money, radar detectors, and GPS devices (at least from plain view), lock your cars, and set your alarms.

As the election progressed, we had several instances of political signs being taken. There is also an or
ing problem with damaging mail boxes on a random basis. It can be very difficult to do anything about the:

In August 2007, the City of Albuquerque Planning Department held a series of meetings with over 1€
residents, business owners, property owners and others to determine area strengths awidtlsshaisinfor-
mation the City formed a planning team consisting of Paula Donahue (City of Albuquerque Planning Depat
ment) and three consultant firms: Architectural Research Consultants Incorporated (ARC), Glatting Jacks
Kercher Anglin, and Robert Charles Lesser and Company (RCLCO). A technical team consisting of sevel
City and other agency representatives was also formed to discuss the feasibility of planning team proposals.

In May 2008, Councilors Don Harris and Rey Gardufio and the Planning Team kicked off the public plar
ning process.This first public meeting was held to explain the planning process and discuss additional are
issues and strengths.

A threeday August 2008 planning workshop resulted in a draft plan with mission and gbalsvork-
shop consisted of two public meetings, technical team meetings, and two daysoofomgeopen house ses-
sions with the planning teanburing the workshop, eight specialists in transportation planning and engineer-
ing, land use planning, and urban design produced illustrations responding to workshop ideas and techn
information. A market analysis conducted during the summer of 2008 was also discussed.

By the time you read this article, the third planning event will have taken place at the East Gate Church
November 20, 2008. At that meeting participants will have discussed ideas from the August 2008 plannil
workshop.

The upshc
that FYO9 revenues are expected to be less than the FY09 appropriations (we are spending more than
make). This situation will require direct action by the Governor and the legislature. Even though New Mexic
is slated to fair much better than many other states during the current economic downturn, it has been
growth of our state budget based on increased revenues from commodities that has caused so many of us i
legislature to express our concern over the past two years. We will now have to make tough decisions on h
to work our way out of this fiscal downturn. Several options available to us are;

+ Cutting existing Government programs

+ Repeal the General Appropriations Act of 2008 and/or reauthorize the Governor to reduce expenditur

» De-authorize unused prior capital outlay appropriations and use them to cover revenue shortfalls

+ Expend reserve funds set up specifically to buffer economic down turns

+ Increase revenues through higher taxes and fees

about is that taxpayers should not be forced to shoulder a hefty additional burden in order to rescue the S
government from prior imprudent fiscal decisions. | feel that the State should do what the rest of us do whi
our financial circumstances take a downtunve tighten our belts, cut neessential spending and stop spend-
ing growth.

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Legislative Report
by State Senator Sue Wilson Beffort

Now that the election is over, | can get back to being a full time legislator and start preparing for the 20(
Legislative Session. Thank you very much for the tremendous support | received from Four Hills; it has be:
a great honor to represent you for the past 12 years, and | am pleased that my District 19 constituents felt tt
had represented you in a manner that justified another four years.

As you know, many of my Republican colleagues did not survive the election, and consequently the Le
islature is going to be severely lopsided. Most everyone believes, no matter what their party affiliation is, th
it is not healthy for one party to dominate al/l
Yet, we have been operating under this condition for the past six years, but the difference this time is that
Senate moderate coalition is going to be significantly weakened. In fact, it may be a silver lining that Ne
Mexico is facing a flat budget. It will be important to have some time to carefully study the growth that stat
government has experienced, the solvency status of the various retirement funds, our permanent funds (the
terest of which supply the monies for public education), and then have a chance to hear from the economist
to the length and breadth of the recession. The national budget cuts could significantly affect matching fur
coming into the state for the Medicaid and TANF (welfare) programs, as well as drug courts, Headstart, etc.

We are very fortunate to have healthy reserves, which have stayed at 10% of the General Fund ($60(
700 million) for the last several years. They were set up for emergencies and New Mexico is very lucky
have them. As you have read, many states have not fared so well and are facing enormous shortfalls.

My senior status on the Senate Finance Committee will put me in a position to have a significant input ¢
the budget. | have been conscientiously studying the economic presentations this summer in our Legisla

The Plan
should set standards (not merely guidelines) for roadways and transportation, land use, zoning codes, tr
bikeways, open space, utilities, and public facilities (e.g., parks, schools, APD, AFD). It should address arcl
tectural aesthetics, arts, multigenerational programs, and activity centers (e.g., business, employment, he:
recreation). At this stage, the draft concepts are incomplete, unreviewed, unrefined, and not well étegratec
some initial concepts have been taken out of context and prematurely promoted for early implementation. E

It is essential that residents and business owners get (and stay) involved to ensure that our desires
needs are properly reflected in the evolving Plan. In some other parts of town, sector plans were comple
without sufficient public input, and residents were unhappy with the results. The planning staff and consultar
are certainly professional;, however, residents will have to live with the results of the planning process fi
many years. The longer that we wait to get involved, the harder it will be to inject our ideas into an integrate
organized Sector Development Plan. The next public meetings will tentatively be next Spring. Meeting deta
will be announced later so that you can actively participate.
